| would like to thank everyone for
their support and prayers before and during
my trip to Nicaragua. The donations from
the youth yard sale was brought down along
with 40 other suitcases of donations to be
sorted, bagged and handed out to individual
families in Chacraseca. The three main
projects we worked on were the school in
Las Prisas, a house for a family in the
Chacraseca area, and two kitchens in Nuevo
Amanecer. We also did a dental lesson for
the primary schools in the Chacraseca area
and for two schools in the Nuevo Amanecer
area. We did an international lesson for the
secondary school in Chacraseca.

The community of Las Prisas was so
proud to be getting their own school. They
gave as a Bienvendidos (welcoming) at their
current building, a maintenance building and
then we walked up to the new site and did a
laying of the first block ceremony.

The house we were building was not too
far from where we built the school last year.
This family has a grandchild with Down’s
Syndrome who lives with them. This led me
to have discussions with the family and
other school officials in the area about
special needs children. There are no services
in the rural area. If children want to have

these services they need to take a bus into
Leon or Managua which is beyond most
families resources. | am hoping to put
together a group of students and/or teachers
in special education, occupational therapy
and speech therapy to go down to give
assistance and learn about the special
education system in Nicaragua.

The kitchens were built in Nuevo
Amanecer. Most of the kitchens there are in
thatched roof type structures. Open fires are
used to cook making this a fire hazard. The
kitchens are slowly being replaced with a
block/brick structure.

Lastly, I got to see the school from last
year in San Ramon. My team did the dental
lesson there. Everyone is so grateful for the
new building. | also got to stay a night with
the family in La Bolsa that we built a house
for last year. This is just not a shelter but
truly a home. It was amazing what they have
done to the house in just one year. They are
so proud of it and so grateful to us. Amada
came running to me as soon as | got out of
the truck pulling me into her open arms. It
still brings tears to my
eyes just thinking about AN\
it. Again, thanks. N’)
