A Note From Kerry 

     I just read an article forwarded to me from 
Joe.  Iõve seen this one before, but had forgotten 
it.  It was good to see it again.  I donõt have a 
link, but I am actually saving it, so if you are 
curious, ask me, and I will give you a copy.     
     One point of the article asked, as best I can 
tell, and I paraphrase here, òIs there both ôGood 
and Evilõ in the world?ó  Now, we can debate 
that point until eternity ends (which is another 
good topic for debate), or, I can just give the 
answer that the article lifts up.  What I heard is 
this:  Evil is the lack of Good. 
     I take it that way because this answer puts a 
great deal of responsibility -and power- in my 
hands.  If òEvil is the lack of Goodó then I am 
immediately empowered and gifted and obligated 
to do something about it.  I become an agent of 
òempowering,ó and not an agent of òchange.ó  
This means I, or We, have the ability to put into 
place the Good that is missing.   
     How is it that I feel we can do that?  Well, I 
think it works this way.   
     If something is missing, it creates a void, a 
vacuum.  In a vacuum or a void, when something 
that is not a vacuum or void comes near to it and 
touches its edge, the void/vacuum will grab onto 
that something and pull it in.  For those who 
have vacuumed up a dirty sock, you know what I 
mean.   
     Maybe that is why there is so much ôEvilõ in 
the world.  The ôGoodõ is afraid it will be sucked 
up into the abyss, never to be seen again.  And 
possibly, the ôGoodõ is right about the concept.  
However, in life experiences I have had, I have 
never been emptied.  I donõt believe any human 
being, even the ones such as Mother Theresa, 
have ever been emptied of their ôGood.õ   
     My experiences in the mission field, in West 
Virginia, Mississippi, Florida and Virginia, also 
tell me otherwise.  Being a part of an outreach 
has never, ever, lessened me.  Instead, I have come 

back refreshed, wiser, and fuller, than when I left.  
I also believe that I left a mark on the place I was 
working.  Did I completely fill the void? No.  
Was I destroyed? No. Was the job finished? No.   
     However, was ôEvilõ lessened?  Yes.  The ôEvilõ 
of racial divide was tarnished a bit; the unfairness 
of income levels was straightened a bit; the 
gender gap was closed somewhat; the size of the 
task was made a bit smaller.  Was ôEvilõ still 
there?  Yes.  Can it ever be replaced?  Yes.  Do I 
think I can help?  Yes. 
     When you read this, twelve of us will be 
preparing for West Virginia, to go and fill in 
some voids.  Who we are when we leave, and 
who we will be when we get back, will be two 
very different groups.  We leave with Good 
Intentions; we will return with Good Blessings.  
The Good we leave behind will be replaced 
within us with the Good we find there.  And the 
Evil, it will be lessened, there, and also in us. 
     Oh yes, I said that there has never been a 
human being ever to be emptied of their ôGood.õ  
It may be that I misspoke, for, there has been 
One Human Being who was emptied of their 
Good.  For three days the Good of Creation lay 
in the greatest void of all; and still, even that 
Good was restored.  Actually, that Good is still 
at work filling in the Void of Evil in that faraway 
place, which makes it possible for us to fill in the 
Voids here in our little corner of creation.   
     ñFor God so loved the world that he gave his 
only Son, so that everyone who believes in him 

may not perish but may have eternal life.  

Indeed, God did not send the Son into the world 

to condemn the world, but in order that the 

world might be saved through him.ò
