A Note From Kerry

On January 20, 1961, President John F.
Kennedy delivered perhaps his finest speech
at his inaugural address, and the very
memorable line: “And so, my fellow
Americans: ask not what your country
can do for you - ask what you can do for
your country.”

As | sat down to write this brief
Spotlight message to you, | thought of that
speech. In 1961, | was all of four. | only
know of the words because they have far
outlived the man who spoke them. They
seem to speak to me now, on this day,
during this week, during this season,
because we live in times that are filled with
peril, just as it was in 1961

And it is in times of peril that people
return to the places, the people, the
institutions, that have defined who they are
as a people. And they do so even if they
have left those places, people and
institutions behind them as they have grown
in different directions. They returnto try a

find themselves, to find

what they may have lost,

to find what had

strengthened them in the past.

For many, one of those places is
“Church.” They come often hoping to find
answers there, to find a purpose there, to feel
safe. They come asking “What can you do
for me now?” As President Kennedy has
pointed out, they are asking the wrong
question. They should ask “What can I do
for you now?”

I want to ask you the same question, but
in a way that seeks to have you answer both
guestions as posed to us from that speech.
Specifically, | want to know what does
“Church” mean to you? What do you expect
it to feel like when you are here, and when
you are not? What does it do that brings
meaning to you, and what does it do that
causes you to question a particular action?
What is it that the church should be doing?



Let me offer a few answers from my
perspective. Wh a t
Kerry?

For me, “Church” is the place I come to
find meaning, purpose and direction. Oh, to
be sure, | can find those same things in other
aspects in my life, from my family, my past
vocation, my political outlook - a lot of
places. However, “Church,” for me, is the
one place where God is intertwined in the
answer; the one place | come to and bring
my “current” meaning, purpose and
direction, and seek to find God in what |
brought in, or what | will take out.

“Church” is the place that will let me try
new things. I talk often about “Mission,”
and perhaps for me, and many others,
“Church” is going to be the only place I can
try being some sort of missionary. Our
Habitat work this month and the mission trip
to West Virginia come to mind as | write
this. But it is also in sharing the concept of
mission, if expressed and taught and lived in
church, that prompts me to pay attention to
life beyond my sight. That is why my loose
change goes into the Ronald McDonald
House Box at McDonald’s when I buy a
small fry, plain burger and small Coke for
my ‘special’ lunch on Friday. I used to
pocket it, and use it for myself later, but life
isn’t always about “me,” is it?

“Church” is where I come to learn to be
a neighbor. It should broaden my view of
the world, because, to be honest, being “in
the world” tends to narrow the vision, as
normal things such as family and work will
bring you inward, and sometimes politics
and economics will do the same. It becomes
more about a portion of the world, rather
than the world at large. Working with ‘east-
side neighbor’ Zach Bortolot, and talking
with Chief Hill the other day, I’'m learning

to know them as people, and not as a house
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These are just a few items that “Church”
means to me. | will add that these things
have to be put into action by the church
people, as many churches do not always do
the things I have listed above.

So, what | would love to hear back from
each one of you, over the course of this
summer, is your answer to my question
“What does Church mean to you?” Contact
me in any and every way you can think of,
ask me for a specific time and place so we
can meet and talk, share your answers with
others inside and outside of church. But at
the very least, please answer the question for
yourself. | want to hear your answers,
honest.

Let me give you the site where | found
President Kennedy’s speech, and |
encourage you to go and read it. It speaks to
us now as a hation more than perhaps it did
in ’61. Here is the site:

part of it below, because of what it says for
us this day:

Finally, whether you are citizens of
America or citizens of the world, ask of us
the same high standards of strength and
sacrifice which we ask of you. With a good
conscience our only s reward, with
history the final judge of our deeds, let us
go forth to lead the land we love, asking
His blessing and His help, but knowing
that here on earth God's work must truly
be our own.
