She was
born on a farm and grew up on farms in the
Harrisonburg area. As a child, she helped
bottle feed lambs abandoned by their
mothers, helped with plowing by riding a
gentle workhorse (“Ole Maud”) was “water
boy” for the field workers, attended a one-
room school at New Erection, and learned
crewel embroidery.

She bottle-fed a newborn kitten to
health that lived for 13 years. Irene was
quite adept at mastering the essentials for
surviving. She continued gardening until age
90 and assisted with lawn care, even
mowing the yard at age 95. Throughout her
life, she used her problem solving skills to
accomplish many tasks.

Irene served as a caregiver/companion
for her mother-in-law and an aunt by
marriage for many years until they each
became ill.

She enjoyed serving the public and was
employed in retail in Harrisonburg the
majority of her working life. After manda-
tory company retirement at age 65, Irene
continued to maintain her house, garden and
yard in Bridgewater and was able to provide
more sewing services for friends and
neighbors. However, she missed the public
working environment and felt a need to be
more active. Irene then accepted a position
in the food service department at Bridge-
water College and thoroughly enjoyed
working with staff and meeting new students
and professors for the next four years.

Since God is the Creator of the universe, and all that is in it, we
shouldn’t be surprised when we learn something about God in what we see
in the world around us.

For example, snow. This recent snowfall has been a great teaching
event for me.
